Questions for Homegroups: 
Following week 2 of Ultimate Survivor Series on Sunday where we looked at the importance of training. 

1. What are some of the distractions can keep us from training in Godliness (the process of becoming more and more like Jesus?). 

2. What practical steps can we take or do we take to eliminate these as much as we can? Living a life trying to eliminate all distractions is not possible!

3. How do we make sure that we are not training for Godliness out of religious duty but of relationship with God?


4. What have you found to be beneficial to help you grow as a Christian?

5. On Sunday James shared from 1 Samuel 17 looking at how David got to know God through times on his own in the wilderness as a Shepherd. God was teaching him and preparing him for his role as Giant killer and King. Can you remember a time in your life where you have felt God especially close to you and teaching you things? Perhaps he has helped you through what looked like impossible situations?


6. Read 1 Timothy 4v7-8. What are the benefits/blessings that you have experienced in your life through your training in Godliness?  Perhaps think about times of God’s blessings or provision if helpful>
